James lost his hearing at five
years old and was orphaned by
six. Despite his intellect and
drive, as a deaf orphan he had
virtually no hope of receiving an
education. Kenyan schooling is
often cost-prohibitive for ordinary
children, so handicapped

kids have little chance of ever
making it to school. By 15, James
had learned his own make-
shift signs, but had no formal
language or academic training ...
until Mama Maria facilitated a
sponsor who provided James's
tuition to a school for the

deaf. James is one of three
deaf children currently being
sponsored. Here's an excerpt
from a recent letter ... from a
boy who three years ago

had no language

or literacy at all.
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
